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The Scott Foresman leveled readers referenced in the New Pacing Guides are a great resource to use during your guided reading groups; however, there have been many questions over the past several years concerning the difficulty of some of these texts. We checked into the leveling suggested by Scott Foresman in their Guide on the Side and online services through both Scott Foresman-Pearson and Fountas and Pinnell.  We found those levels to be inconsistent with Fountas and Pinnell.  After speaking with our Scott Foresman representative, we learned that the company had adapted those guided reading levels in order to connect the leveled texts with the basal story through common vocabulary and themes. 
Below you will find a link to a New Scott Foresman Leveled Reader Inventory.  This new list gives the accurate Fountas and Pinnell level for each reader.  You may find that some of the levels are too difficult for your guided reading groups.  We have provided the titles and levels of all available leveled readers, kindergarten through fifth grade.  It is our hope that you all will be able to look at specific levels and titles to use with your guided reading groups and share within your school.  If your school has a book room, this may be a great place to house the SF leveled readers so they can be used more effectively.
