Red Lantern Celebration
A simple culminating activity to the Iditarod
Students write:  use a large index card or rectangular piece of construction paper
(On the front)

Students create:
Using a red piece of construction paper, students fold the paper in half.  The cut one inch slits all along the paper from the fold leaving a one inch border on the open side. (I find 1 ½ is better)   Unfold the paper.  Students write IDITAROD 2007 across the top and bottom.  Glue the 12 inch sides (long length) of the paper together forming a cylinder.  The slits will make an open grid along the mid-section [image: image1.jpg]


creating the look of a lantern (like a Chinese lantern).  We punched a hole across from each other at the top so that we could string the index card onto a pipe cleaner, as well as, loop through the holes in the lantern for a sturdy handle (instead of a paper handle).   
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Folded edge, cut here










Afterwards, we ate “snow cream” cones (vanilla ice cream) and watch recorded segments of the Iditarod.
