	               Instructional Strategies 
	

	Have student take structured notes on reading material to increase comprehension
	Have student read word problem aloud and identify the mathematical and science operation needed

	Provide texts and/or other reading material on tape
	Provide science  manipulatives

	Provide instruction in reading comprehension strategies
	Have students restate word problems in their own words.

	Teach student to preview text and activate prior knowledge before reading
	 

	Teach student to make predictions as he/she reads
	

	Teach student to make connections as he/she reads
	

	Teach student to visualize as he/she reads
	

	Provide high-interest reading materials such as magazines, comic books, etc. 
	

	Teach student to use context clues to figure out the meanings of words and phrases
