Procedure for Monitoring a Sequence of Skills

If a student has more than one area that is red/deficient, the skills must be monitored in a sequence so that the student will master skills in the appropriate order. The order is: 

LNF: Letter Naming Fluency

LSF: Letter Sound Fluency 
PSF: Phonemic Segmentation Fluency 
NWF: Nonsense Word Fluency 
RCBM: Reading Fluency 
MAZE: Reading Comprehension.  
Exception!!!!---If the child is red/deficient in LNF and LSF, those can be monitored together.  For a student that is red/deficient in all 4 early literacy areas, see the example that follows:
RTI process is initiated, interventions/strategies and problem solving are discussed and recorded.  

Decision Rules for RCBM students who are RED/deficient at benchmark:
Someone who is trained in AIMSweb needs to administer probes in reverse grade order until the student falls into the green (achieves mastery).  This can be done through the progress monitoring menu tab in AIMSweb or by hand.  Once the student’s level of mastery is determined, (student falls between 25th and 75th percentile and is “green/proficient” on the rainbow chart), he/she will then be progress monitored one grade above that.  This is called the GOAL level. 
For example: 

If a 3rd grader is red/deficient on the 3rd grade benchmark, we administer all early literacy measures (LNF, LSF, PSF and NWF) to identify areas of weakness.  
If he/she falls in the red/deficient range on 2nd grade RCBM, administer all early literacy measures (LNF, LSF, PSF and NWF) to identify areas of weakness.
Progress monitoring will occur at the student’s current grade level AND their current skill/deficit (LNF, LSF, PSF and NWF) level.
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
