Procedure for Granting Internet Access for Personal Computers

Introduction

Catawba County Schools offers wireless networks in each of its schools and complexes. 
In order to protect the security of the CCS network, a wireless authentication protocol has been established.  Staff and students can request internet access for their personal computers providing that these computers meet the technical requirements stated below.

Technical Requirements

Each employee or student who seeks to obtain Internet access for his/her personal computer must have up-to-date virus protection software installed and it must be updated on a regular basis.
Each personal computer must have a wireless card installed through which to obtain access.  Staff and students may not connect personal computers by using Ethernet cables.
Procedure for Securing Internet Access

Each school must identify a staff member who will retrieve the MAC address (also called the physical address) from the employee or student computer.  Employees who are located in district offices will contact the Chief Technology Officer.  The address is entered on the appropriate line on page 3 of this agreement.

Because these are personal computers, member of the CCS technology department are prohibited from working with these computers.  Retrieving the MAC address is the only contact that school-based employees will have with these personal computers.

The school will designate a staff member to collect the forms and send through courier to the attention of the Chief Technology Officer.  The Officer will enter the MAC addresses into the district wireless authentication server. 
Disclaimers

Wireless access is available for Internet use only. Employees or students will not be able to access Novell servers to use school software or for printing purposes.  In addition, school-district personnel are not permitted under North Carolina state law to setup, install, or troubleshoot personal computers during the district business day. 
The Information and Technology Department and Catawba County Schools assume no responsibility for malfunction, damage, or loss of personal computers while on district campuses.  

Work orders may not be submitted to the Information and Technology Department for personal computers because of the liability and legal issues noted above.
Questions regarding connectivity must be addressed to the Chief Technology Officer.

No employee or student will be given wireless access unless a signed CCS Acceptable Use and Internet Safety Policy is on file.  Violation of the Acceptable Use and Internet Safety Policy will result in loss of wireless privileges.
