Mrs. Ellis’ and Mrs. Hollar’s kindergarten students participated in a Super 3 research project about Native Americans.  They worked on this project in the media center with Mrs. Wyant for several sessions.  The students learned about the Super 3, a research method for young students, before beginning their unit.  The three steps to follow are plan, do, review.  The students brainstormed things they would like to learn about Native Americans before beginning the activity.  They decided they would like to know what early Native Americans ate, if they hunted and what they hunted, what they wore, and what their houses were like.  The students were divided into four groups:  Plains, Woodlands, Southwest and Southeast.  The students learned about Native Americans that lived in the section of the country that they were assigned.  Each group then decorated a large outline of a child on bulletin board paper.  They drew clothes, a face and hair on their Native American.  Then they drew symbols on the clothes that represented what they learned.  They drew the animals that they hunted, fruits and berries that they gathered, fire, sun, rain and anything else they could think of that represented their tribes.  Each group presented their drawing to the rest of the class and taught their classmates about Native Americans from their assigned section of the country.  At the end, the students asked themselves whether or not they did a good job and if there was anything they could have done better.  The students enjoyed their research time and learned many new facts about Native Americans.
