STUDENT COUNCIL REQUIREMENTS

The following is a list of suggested student requirements for membership on the student council of Arndt Middle School:

1. Good Communication Skills-

A student must be able to express thoughts and ideas clearly.

2. Citizenship –

A student must demonstrate high levels of citizenship both in the classroom and on or off the campus.  The student’s conduct must also be directed to both peers and adults.

3. Attitude-
A student must have a positive attitude and a drive for success in any endeavor.

4. Commitment – 

A student must be able to make and carryout commitments.

5. Leadership Qualities –

A student must exhibit leadership characteristics both in the classroom and on campus.

The following is a list of specific requirements for membership on the student council:

1. A student must have an overall grade average of  85 or above and  fail no courses.

2. A student must maintain a conduct grade of  90  or better with no U’s in conduct.
3. A student must not receive an out-of-school suspension or in-school suspension.

4. A student must be in attendance at meetings and assigned activities.

Any infraction of # 1 and #2 of the above list will result in immediate placement on academic probation.  If the status is not in compliance at the next grading period the member will be dismissed.  Violations of  # 3 will result in immediate dismissal.

With all activities that are tentatively planned, the student will be required to stay for after school activities and possibly some Saturday participation.
