H – Home
Describe your home in detail.  You may choose to describe the physical layout of your home, a description of your home and neighborhood, or the family that makes up your home (you may include all of these).  Have you always lived there?  Do you move frequently?  If so, describe your favorite home.

OR


Holiday

Describe a holiday memory (Christmas, Halloween, etc.)  Give specific details to explain why this holiday stands out – are there traditions, fun events, a funny anecdote, etc.  Did you go somewhere special; get a special gift, etc.

I – Influential/ Important Individual

Describe the most important or influential person you know.  This could be someone you know personally or someone you greatly admire and know a lot of factual information about.  The most important person is someone in your everyday life that you could not do without.  The most influential person, on the other hand, is someone who inspires you to act in certain ways and/or make certain decisions.

OR


Inspiration
What inspires you?  Is there an event, person, place, book, etc. that motivates your creativity or drive to succeed.  Give examples and details to support and describe your inspiration.
J – Just Another Day

Describe a typical day in your life.  Include your daily routine (when you wake up, breakfast, school day, after school activities) so that someone who does not know you would have a good idea of what a day in your life is like.  You may write this as a paragraph or as a time line similar to your agenda or a day planner.  This needs to be non-fiction (fact) not fiction.

OR 


Jealousy

Describe a time when you were jealous.  Were you jealous of another person or thing?  What specifically were you jealous about?  Did you or how did you get over it?  Do you consider yourself a jealous person – explain your answer.

K – Kindergarten

Describe your first year of school.  Who was your teacher?  What school did you attend?  Were you a good student?  Were you excited about school or scared?  Did you have good friends?  What do you remember about kindergarten?  If you can’t remember, ask family members.

L – Love

Do you believe in love at first sight?  Have you ever been in love with someone?  Include some details about the person and what made you think you were in love with them.  How long did it last?

OR 

Name an object that you love and explain why you are devoted to that particular thing – an IPod, Wii, pet, book, the beach, etc.
