Dear Parent or Guardian,

We at H.M. Arndt Middle School are concerned for the total child, especially the amount of quality learning that is taking place. To make the learning process more efficient and the learning environment more conducive to learning for your child, we have adopted a discipline record-keeping system in our classrooms called the "Discipline Point Card". This system consists of documenting when a student breaks a classroom or school rule. Each card will show the student's progress on conduct for a nine-week period. 

 
The documentation will allow us and the student to see the number of times he/she has broken a rule. It will also document any consequences administered. The students will receive their "Discipline Point Card" each day in homeroom, carry it in their agendas at all times in the front pocket, and will be collected by their last teacher. If a student checks out of school early, he or she will need to turn the card in to the teacher that he/she is with at that time. The teacher will return the card to the appropriate homeroom teacher. Positive and negative consequences will be given as result of appropriate or inappropriate behavior.

Our classroom rules are as follows:

1. Be prepared, in your seats and ready to work when class begins.

2. Be respectful of other's opinions and property.

3. Speak only at appropriate times.

4. Follow all school rules.

5. Be on task at all times.

Rewards:

1. 3 week reward for 4 pts. or less

2. 9 week reward for 11 pts. or less

Negative Consequences: 

* School wide consequences include the following:

A lost card equals 6 points on the card. The student will have 24 hours to try to find

it first. If not found, another one will be issued with the documented 6 points. Future lost cards will result in an office referral and conference with administration.
*3 points in one week equals a parent notification.

*Not having the card with you may result in silent lunch.

12 or more points in a nine-week grading period OSS will result in no invitation to the school dance or team celebration.

 * * * Serious infractions will result in immediate office referral. .

*Weekly Consequences: 

1st pt. = Warning 

2nd pt. = Warning

3rd pt. = Parent Contact

4th pt. = Teacher/Team Conference

5th  pt. = Team Discipline

6th pt.= Office Referral
