Mustang Team Policies

HOMEWORK

Homework is an opportunity for students to practice and apply newly learned concepts. Therefore, it is the policy of

this team that all homework assigned is to be completed and on time. We will not accept late work. Students who are absent will have additional time to complete all assignments.

Please understand that with 120+ students it is difficult for us to call parents every time a student misses an

assignment or receives a zero. If you are concerned about your child's grade, you are encouraged to contact us by

phone or email to check on them. Please review the progress reports that will be sent home every three weeks.  All students are expected to complete work independently. Cheating or copying answers will not be tolerated. All students involved in cheating will receive a 0 on the assignment. Students will not be allowed to make up this 0. More serious consequences may result for repeated offenses.  

AGENDAS

Students are required to have an agenda.  They are for purchase at school for $5.00 or you may use a composition notebook.  This should be filled out daily in all 6 classes.  

ABSENCES

Students are responsible for providing a written note from either a parent or doctor upon returning from an absence.  All absences are coded unexcused until a note is sent to the homeroom teacher.  A written note is required even if parents have called the school requesting assignments. The note should be brought to the homeroom teacher on the first day back in school following an absence. 

When your child is absent, contact the school office by 9 a.m. and request that the day's assignments be collected

and left at the office if you would like to pick up work for your child. Students should complete all absent work. It

is the responsibility of the student to make sure he/she understands what needs to be completed and that it is

completed in a timely manner (3 days).

LOCKERS

Students are not allowed to carry book bags to team classes during the regular school day due to limited space in each classroom. Students are allowed to visit lockers at specific times during the day to get the needed materials for their classes. Students will not be allowed to return to lockers at unscheduled times without teacher permission. Classrooms are locked during rotation classes and lunch.

RESTROOM BREAKS

Students are permitted to go to the restroom on a regular basis in the morning, before lunch, and during the

afternoon. They are not allowed to be excused individually except for emergencies caused by sickness or a physical problem. Please make teachers aware of exceptional cases. Students must receive teacher permission to visit the restroom on an individual basis.
