A – Achievement or Accomplishment
Think of a time that you felt successful because you achieved a personal accomplishment, for example passing a test, earning an award, making your parents proud, winning a game, etc.  Describe the achievement or accomplishment and specifically WHY it was important to YOU.  Describe your feelings before, during, and after this accomplishment.  Did it change you?  

B – Birth

Describe your birth, including the day, month, and year.  Give details from family members about what they remember about the day – the weather, time, etc.  Don’t hold back – describe this special day in history!

Also, write about your most memorable birthday.  What did you receive?  How old were you and what made it special?

C – Creative

Describe something creative that you have done.  This can take many forms.  For example if you are an artist, describe how creating art makes you feel and/ or a favorite piece you have created.  If you are a poet…  All of us have talents – solving arguments, video gaming, etc.  What’s yours?

D – Decision

Describe an important decision that you have made in your life.  Describe the situation, your choices, and the final decision you made.  Include details like if it was a good decision and how it affected your life.

E – Embarrassing Moment

We all have them!  Describe an embarrassing moment.  How old were you?  What makes this memory so vivid?  Who was present?  Is there any details or background information a reader needs to know to understand why this was so embarrassing for you?  Give details!!

F – Future

What do you see in your future?  Will you go to college?  Get a job?  Doing what?  Do you want a family?  Where do you want to live?  Be as detailed as you can be.

OR


Friend

Describe your best friend.  Name the person and characterize them for your reader.  Remember that you can characterize by: 

· making direct statements (She’s the most trustworthy person I know.)

· describing their physical attributes (She’s 5’ 3” with curly, dark hair.)

· providing an example of a time they revealed their character (Even though she got in trouble, she never told that I was the one who broke the lamp.)  

A good essay will include all of these techniques.  Give details about how long you’ve know this person, why you get along so well, etc.

G – Grateful

Write about someone or something that you are grateful or thankful for in your life.  Give specific details or examples about why you are grateful for this topic.
