General Reminders about LOCKERS, CALCULATORS, LAPTOPS, and DRESS CODE





ALL PARENTS please keep in mind that we will have student lockers at H. M. Arndt Middle School for 2011-2012.  Mirrors, locker organizers, hangers, and any other locker “accessories” are not necessary. A school issued lock ($3.00 non-refundable rent fee) is necessary to utilize a school “homeroom” locker. Students may bring their own lock to secure their items during PE using the lockers located in the boys and girls locker rooms. The dimensions of the “homeroom” lockers are: 13” deep / 11” wide / 28” high (All homeroom lockers are 16 inches diagonally).





(*) 8th GRADE CALCULATORS. We use the TI-73 graphing calculator at school in 8th grade<<>>.  In addition, students enrolled in the Algebra I High School Class will use the TI-83 Plus (or TI-84 Plus).  If you are going to purchase your own graphing calculator this year, we recommend the TI-83 Plus Graphing Calculator or TI-84 Plus Graphing Calculator.  This is a good investment since students are required to have their own in HS.  Do not purchase a TI-73 calculator just for the 8th grade year.
