Stage 3:  Location and Access

Key questions: Where can I find each source?



    How can I find the information in each source?

Strategies:  
*Use the index and table of contents to determine if the source has helpful information.

*Skim and Scan.

*Read bold headings and captions.

*If you are having trouble finding information you can go back to stage 2.  Consider other possibilities.

*Ask your teacher, teacher librarian, or public librarian for help.

Stage 4:  Use of Information

Key question:  What information do I need for my notes?

Strategies:

*Read, view, listen.

*Take notes on chart provided.


- Look for information that answers your questions from Stage 1.

- Don’t try to write down everything.  Notes can be lists or short phrases.  Do not copy sentences – Use your own words!

- Concentrate on picking out the main points, key phrases, and only

a few details.

- Make sure to include enough information that you will understand what you have written later and can make it into complete sentences.

*Cite your sources.  Use the sheet provided.
Stage 5:  Synthesis
Key questions: How should I organize the information?
How do I present the information to best meet the     requirements of my task?

Strategies:

*Write a rough draft of your paragraph.

*Ask someone else to review your work and make suggestions.

*Make any necessary changes to your work to make sure it meets the task.

*Write the final draft.

*Be sure your paragraph and picture are saved in your home directory.

Stage 6:  Evaluation
Key questions:  Is my project complete?


     Did I meet each requirement?



     Which stages of the Big6 were easiest for me?



     Which stages were hardest?
