Big 6 Research
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1. Task Definition –

*Know your assignment.  

*If you have any questions about what you have to do you should ask an adult.

*What is my assignment?


- Fill out the research sheet about your group’s topic.


- Use the resources (books and websites) provided.


- Take your information and organize it on the powerpoint 


   planning sheet.


- Use the powerpoint template provided to fill in your 


   information.


- Find pictures for your powerpoint that go with your topic.


- Cite your sources.

*Look at the rubric before you begin.  This way you will know what you have to do to get the grade you want. 

2. Information-Seeking Strategies –

*What sources should you use?


-Non-fiction books about pioneer life


-Websites linked to the media center website about pioneer life.

*You must use books and websites for your research.  You cannot just use one.

3. Location and Access –

*Use the sources to read about your topic.  

*If you have questions about where to find the books or websites, or how to find the information, ask an adult.

4. Use of Information –

*Use the information you find when reading about your topic to fill out your research sheet.  

*Do not copy sentences out of the books or off of the websites.  Put the sentences in your own words. 

*Cite your sources – all the books you use and all of the websites you use.  You must cite where you get your pictures from too.

5. Synthesis –

*Plan your powerpoint on the planning sheet provided by your teacher.

*Put your facts on the powerpoint slides.  Add a picture on each slide, except for the title slide and the sources slide.

*Make sure the information on each slide makes sense together, and that the picture on that slide matches the information.

6. Evaluation –

*Look back over your assignment.

*Have you done everything you were supposed to do?

*Is your research sheet complete?

*Did you cite your sources?

*Does the information on your powerpoint slides make sense?

*Do the pictures in your powerpoint match your information?

*If there is anything you need to improve, do it before you turn in your final project.
