Class Objectives:


This semester we will be continuing upon what you have learned last semester, preparing you to be an upper classmen.  

· We will review different musical techniques including key signatures, time signatures, rhythms, dynamics, articulations, tuning, etc.  

· Go over our warm-up process, and then use our warm-up book.

· Work on our music for the Concert Band Festival, and the Spring Concert.
Classroom Policies and Procedures: 

1) Students are to have all materials – including but not limited to instruments (including reeds, mouthpieces, slide oil, cork grease, mutes, sticks etc.) music, and a pencil every day.
2) Doing homework for other classes in band is strictly forbidden.
3) The downbeat will be given 5 minutes after the tardy bell rings. At that time all students will be in their seats ready to play.

4) Students are to be polite, responsive, and positive at all times.

5) No food, drink, or gum will be allowed in the band room at any time! (Except water)
Grading:
50% --Participation.  Students are expected to participate fully in class each day, adhere to the Classroom Policies and Procedures as stated above, and to be prepared for class.  Students must also participate in all scheduled activities whether during or outside of class time.  Failure to do so will have a negative affect on the student’s grade.  **Alternate assignments will be assigned in order to make up any missed activities.

30% --Performances.  Students are expected to be at all performances during the year.  This includes the Winter Concert, and any other performances.  Any absence will result in an alternate make-up assignment being issued to the student.
20% --Playing and written tests.  Playing and written tests will be given when deemed necessary by the director in order to assess improvement of technical abilities and mastery of musical and theory concepts.  Expect tests to occur frequently during the upcoming semester!

***Extra Credit***  For each grading period students are encouraged to put some time into an activity that either directly or indirectly extends the music education they are receiving from Bunker Hill. A partial list of acceptable examples is listed below. To add to this list please consult Mr. Pannebaker.  Students may use an activity only once during the school year.

· Weekly private lessons on your instrument

· Weekly piano lessons

· Auditioning for All-County Band, All-District Band, All-State Band, or other comparable Honors Ensembles

· Performing in any of the ensembles listed above

· Attending a performance by the Western Piedmont Symphony, the Western Piedmont Youth Symphony, or any other comparable professional ensemble

· Attending a performances of any college and university large ensemble (check for approval before hand)

· Keeping a practice log that shows that you have consistently practiced 4 hours a week during the grading period, and having signed by a parent.
· Write a three-page paper on a music-related subject (composer, instrument, genre, etc) that you and the director agree upon.
