2 absences
must have an 85 or higher


3 absences 
must have a 93 or higher


More than 3 absences
student must take all exams.

· All students with a 76 or below must take all exams

· No Saturday detention, ISS or OSS.

· Two class tardies = 1 absence for exam purposes.  Each tardy must be documented in NCWISE.

· If a student takes an AP exam, he/she is exempt from taking a class exam in that AP course.

      *This policy does not apply to an EOC or VOCATS class.  There are no exam exemptions when a student takes an EOC or a CTE class.  

*Students are not to be dismissed prior to the end of the exam period.  We will announce when all exams are completed.

*There is open parking in all lots.
Attendance
