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What is Copyright?

Copyright is a protection under federal law offered to encourage individuals to create literary, dramatic, musical, artistic, and other intellectual properties.  Works are protected by copyright as soon as they are created and fixed in a tangible medium.

What is Fair Use?

Fair Use provides educators with reasonable rights to make copies of copyrighted materials without specific consent from the author.
According to Catawba County Schools board policy 3.7330, unless allowed as "fair use" under federal law, permission must be acquired from the copyright owner prior to copying copyrighted material.  Fair use is based on the following standards:

· the purpose and character of the use;

· the nature of the copyrighted work;

· the amount of and the substantiality of the portion used; and

· the effect of the use upon the potential market for, or value of, the copyrighted work.

Video Recordings
*Should apply directly to the curriculum and not to be used for entertainment, recreation, or reward.

*Lawfully acquired videos, whether purchased, rented, borrowed, or recorded off-air, must be used in face-to-face teaching situations.

*It is illegal to make copies of purchased or rented videos or to alter them in any way.

	From commercial “free” broadcast (ABC, CBS, NBC)
	Used once within 10 school days of broadcast for teaching and once for reinforcement, kept for 35 more days for evaluation purposes

	Cable / Satellite
	No taping without permission of copyright holder unless provisions have been made through the “Cable in the Classroom” program

*Copies may not be used year after year
*Copyright citation should appear on copies

	Single Copy for educational purposes
	*Chapter from a book

*Article from a newspaper or magazine

*Short Story

*Poem

*Chart, graph, cartoon, drawing or picture

	Multiple Copies for classroom use
	*Poem if less than 250 words or an excerpt of 250 words
*Complete article, story or essay if less than 2,500 words or an excerpt of no more than 1,000 words or 10% (whichever is less)

*Single graphic or picture from a book

	Children’s / Picture Books
	*Excerpt no more than 2 pages
*May not contain more than 10% of total words

	Workbooks, worksheets, tests, coloring books, other consumables
	Copies are not permitted


Multimedia Presentations
*Credit must be given to the source for any copyrighted materials used in any presentations.
	Video, Animation
	*Up to 10% or 3 minutes of a copyrighted work (whichever is less)

*Video clips can not be altered in any way to change their intent

	Music
	*Up to 10% of a musical composition or sound recording, but no more than 30 seconds

*Network Music (purchased music) may be used in its entirety for Catawba County Schools student and teacher presentations 

	Photographs, images
	*5 or fewer photos from a single artist
*No more than 10% or 15 photos from a collection (whichever is less)

	Text
	*Up to 10% or 1000 words
*Entire poem if it is less than 250 words

*Excerpt of 250 words or less from a longer poem

*Only 3 poems by one poet or 5 poems by different poets


Internet

*Unless there is a notice to the contrary, treat all Internet material as copyrighted and protected.

*Students and educators must cite work used from the internet.
Software

*Fair use does not apply to software

*Install programs on computers according to license agreement.

*Personal software programs may not be loaded on school computers.
*Lending, renting, or leasing software is illegal without permission.

	Copies allowed only for archival purposes
