Your Town Project

Before you begin the 2nd 9 weeks project, you must read thoroughly the web site linked to Mrs. Roland’s website that is titled Urban Sprawl and Land Use (http://www.cwac.net/landuse/index.html). Using your site notes below, under each section heading add 2-3 bullets to explain the topic. You will use these notes to help you plan your 22nd century town. Learn from mistakes of the past and present as your town will be judged on how “green” it is! 
Urban Sprawl, Land and Resource Use

1. What is Urban Sprawl?

2. How will you arrange your town so that it decreases the negative effects of urban sprawl, especially wasted space and excessive distance to get to necessary locations? 

3. Describe why we have a loss of farmland and how it affects human society?

4. How has urban sprawl lead to a loss of wildlife habitat? What will your town do to stop this?

5. Explain how urban sprawl has led to an increased tax burden (residents paying too much for public services).

6. Identify how your town will decrease the tax burden for its residents. 

7. What effect does urban sprawl have on our water and air quality? 

8. In what ways will your town reduce the negative impact on our water and air quality? 

9. Urban sprawl separates us from our neighbors. Identify three ways that your town will foster a community and why it is important. 

10. Loss of time is a significant factor of urban sprawl. What 3 factors in your life, causes the greatest loss of time? 

11. How can your town reduce the loss of time in the 3 ways you mentioned? 
 12. Explain increased private costs and risks. How will your town decrease these two factors?  

13. Loss of exercise is one cause of our nations’ obesity concern. How will your town increase exercise of its inhabitants?
14. What has urban sprawl done to degrade our towns and increase the noisy surroundings? What will your town do to address these concerns? 
15. How is the tourism industry damaged by urban sprawl? How will you decrease this?  

“Your” Town Project

Choose the grade tier that you will attempt and be certain to complete all of the components of that tier. Any missing or incorrect components will result in a lower grade.  

C (77% – 84%) Tier. Complete all of the background research and draw, label, and color a diagram of your town. 

1. Neatly draw and label the major components of your town. Include the following:
a. Electrical Power Generator 

b. Transportation System

c. Schools

d. Resident Homes

e. Public Services (fire, police, ambulance)

f. Local Government

g. Hospital and Dr.’s Offices

h. Utilities: waste management (trash, sewage, and water purification)

i. Grocery Stores, clothing stores, Department Stores
j. Industrial Complex (manufacturing, industry, private sector jobs) 

k. Recreation for Town’s inhabitants (what amenities will you offer?)
2. Explain in paragraph form how your town will provide the following goods and services:
A. How will power be supplied to the town (think green!)?

B. Explain how your town components are arranged, and why you choose that particular arrangement. Discuss shape, location of homes, shops, schools, and industry. 
C. In what ways are you changing your town to address our current problems with urban sprawl (at least 3 ways)?

B (85% - 92%) Tier. Complete all of the components of the C tier in addition to writing a letter from the Mayor of your town. Your letter is a welcome and introduction to your town intended for a new resident. The letter must be a complete page in length and cover all of the aspects of life in your town. If you choose, you can “film” your letter and present it as a video welcome. 
A (93% - 100%) Tier. Complete all of the components of the C and B tiers in addition to “creating” a model of your town.
Choice 1: You may use a software package to create your town, or a 3-D model using Lego’s, clay, Styrofoam molds, cardboard, etc. Models must have a private home, store, school, transportation system, and a public service building. 
Choice 2: Create a virtual tour (movie maker, PowerPoint, etc.) of your town. Must be between 5-8 slides.
