Plate Tectonics- 

theory that states the Earth’s Lithosphere is divided into tectonic plates that are able to move on top of the liquid rock making up the Asthenosphere. 

Plate Boundary-


location where tectonic plates touch. 
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Continental-Continental


When collision occurs, they buckle and thicken and are pushed upward





Oceanic-Oceanic


When collision occurs, one of the plates will subduct or sink under the other





Continental-Oceanic


When collision occurs, denser-oceanic crust sinks into Asthenosphere and is re-melted and recycled. The location is called the Subduction zone
