	.2% (.2/100)

	Underground Water and in atmosphere
	.5% (.5/100)

	Polar Ice Caps
	2.3% (2.3/100)



Creating a Water Distribution Pie Chart

Using the information in the chart above, create a scale pie chart of the Earth’s water Distribution. Remember that a circle has 360 degrees and you must use the following conversion to accurately measure the pieces of pie:

Total water % = Degrees of Circle
      100%
      360 Degrees

Example: Find the degrees of the circle if .2% of the Earth’s water is located in rivers and lakes.

 .2 = X
100  360

Multiply .2 times 360 and divide by 100

X = .72 degrees (approximately ¾ of 1 degree!)
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
