Reactions Log to New Science Information

What do I do?

Find a current (no older than 6 months) article about science.  Read it, highlight it, and then write a one paragraph summary of the article, as well as a reaction to it.  (You must write one full page!!!)

Where do I get an article?

The article chosen must come from a newspaper, magazine or Internet website, which is not older than six months.

* Hint:  www.sciencenewsforkids.org is an ideal place to find wonderful articles on current discoveries in all areas of science!

Why am I doing this?

In order to keep informed of cutting edge scientific research and discoveries, it is necessary to read new information.  

How do I do this?

1. You must find, read, and highlight the article.
2. Place the article or copy of the article on a sheet of paper.

3. Write a one paragraph summary of the article.

4. Next, write a reaction to the article.

(Consider:  How does this information make you feel?  How may it affect your life or family?  Does it please or anger you?  Why is this of interest to you?)
5. The summary and reaction should fill a minimum of one full page.

6. Finally, write a bibliography for the article.  (Example:  Author (Last, First name).  “Title of Article,”  Title of Magazine or Newspaper, date.

When are the reaction logs due?
