Second Nine Weeks’ Project Details

1. Ocean/Sea Fact Sheet – is a required part of the project.  Textbooks, reference book, & the internet may be utilized to help you complete the sheet on your body of salt water.  You will have one copy as a draft for note-taking & compiling data.  At a later date, a second, final copy will be dispersed for you to neatly write (in blue or black ink) or type on and hand in to Mrs. Butts. 

2. Additional Choices – are given, while only one is required to be handed in with your fact sheet.  You may do an additional one for extra points.  Proofreading, neatness, and spellchecking are a must for a fine, finished product.  You will have an opportunity to very briefly share interesting findings with your peers.  All projects are due on January 7, 2010.
Pick one of the following:
a. Time-line – of significant historical events, in depth explorations of, interesting experiments or discoveries from, political issues with, environmental concerns or tragedies in … are ideal to list in your time-line.  A minimum of ten dates are to be listed, with at least five illustrations.  The time-line may be done on poster board, white typing paper, construction paper, some other un-lined paper or a power point.  Make it appealing and neat!

b. Ocean Organism Collage – consists of a minimum twenty pictures of plants, animals, bacteria, protists, or fungi that are common inhabitants of the assigned body of water.  The twenty pictures may be computer photos, out of magazines, clip-art, student sketches, stickers, scrap-booking items…, but there must be variety in the pictures.  Too, at least ten must have a caption naming the organism and stating a factual piece of information about the species. 
c. Ocean/Sea Map – can be made using longitude and latitude coordinate lines, a key or map legend, labeling of surrounding islands, countries, continents, surface currents flowing, and other bodies of water.  You are to make the map neat, to scale, and colorful, on a piece of un-lined paper.
