Hace buen tiempo. The weather is nice.
Hace mal tiempo. The weather is bad.
Hace sol. It’s sunny.

Llueve. It’s raining.

Nieva. Ir’s snowing.

Hace calor. It’s hot.

Hace frio. It’s cold.

Hace viento. It’s windy.

Hace fresco. It’s cool.

Hay neblina. 1t’s foggy.

Esta nublado. 1t’s cloudy.

¢Qué tiempo hace en Cuba en el verano? How's the weather in Cuba in the summer?
Hace calor en Cuba en el verano. Its hot in Cuba in the summer.

¢Qué tiempo hace en Argentina en julio? How's the weather in Argentina in July?
Hace frio en Argentina en julio. Its cold in Argentina in July.

Notes:

1. Some of the Spanish-speaking countries are located in the Southern Hemisphere.

These countries have "opposite” seasons than countries in the Northern Hemisphere like

us. For example, when it's Spring in Mexico, it is Fall in Chile.

2. Most Spanish-speaking countries use the metric system to express temperature
(Celsius). To convert degrees expressed in Celsius to degrees Fahrenheit, use the

following formula:

F= (C x 1.8) + 32
