¿Dónde?     Where?   ¿Dónde estudia Elena?  Where is Elena studying? 

  

¿Cómo?     How?   ¿Cómo estudia Elena?  How is Elena studying?  

 

¿Porqué?     Why?   ¿Porqué estudia Elena?  Why is Elena studying?

word order 
To form questions using an interrogative word (question word), use the following pattern: 

 

Question word (QW) + verb (V) + subject (S) + any other needed words 

 
     QW    V         S 
¿Qué come Pedro en la cafetería?  What does Pedro eat in the cafeteria? 
     QW         V      S 

¿Dónde vives tú?   Where do you live? 

 

 
Exception #1 

¿Quién? (Who?) questions do not have a written subject.  Use the “él” or “ ella” verb ending. 

 
     QW        V         
 ¿Quién come en la cafetería?   Who eats in the cafeteria? 

 
Exception #2 

¿Cuántos(as)? (How many?) questions require you to state the object that is being counted.
