2. Contact teachers to see what their specific classroom needs are for using volunteers for special classroom events.  Call, email or meet with teacher during planning times.

3. Recruit SWEET PEAS for your child’s classroom or grade level.  This includes those who will donate items, send things in, as well as volunteer.  Keep a copy of this list, provide a list to the teacher, and to Mia Johnson.

4. Contact parents to: send in supplies, help with special class events/celebrations, gather special materials for projects, attend field trips, read with students, proctor for tests, cut out materials, organize classroom materials, and other needs that may arise.
5. Be the contact person for the teacher(s) when they need volunteers or materials.

6. Be the contact person to help with Fall Festival Activities for your child’s grade level.

8. Be the contact person for Mia Johnson when information needs to be distributed.  I will do this by phone or email.

9. Arrange duty free lunch and observe Teacher Appreciation Week with small tokens of appreciation such as letters, goodies, and other surprises.  

10. Log the number of hours you put into working for the school and record that information in the SWEET PEA sign-in located in the office.  ***Remind parents you contact to log hours and sign-in too! If they only work from home, they can email their time to me.   ***Field Trip hours can be logged as well!
