All students in Catawba County take these. Here, the scoring is a little different than EOGs. I am looking for a 70% for a level 4, 50% for a level 3.

Benchmarks are given schoolwide. The levels are set by administration. They require an 85% for level 4, 60% for level 3. 

STAR Reading is a computer based test that gives me a grade level reading range. IRIs are given 1 on 1 by our Literacy Specialists. The level is a grade level range that your child should be comfortable in and still be challenged. These are the most accurate assessment listed.
