WHAT ARE THE COMMON CORE STATE STANDARDS?  (The result of state-led efforts to develop a shared set of goals and expectations (in Math & ELA) for what all students should know 

HOW AND WHY WERE THEY ADOPTED? ( States joined efforts (via the National Governors’ Association  & Council for Chief State School Officers) to answer the call for consistent goals and rigorous standards that would ensure that students, regardless of their geographic location, are empowered to be globally competitive. 
Standards were developed based on the following criteria:

· Are aligned with college and work expectations;
· Are clear, understandable and consistent;
· Include rigorous content and application of knowledge through high-order skills;
· Build upon strengths and lessons of current state standards;
· Are informed by other top performing countries, so that all students are prepared to succeed in our global economy and society; and
· Are evidence-based.
